Precalculus – 2019-2020
Welcome to Precalculus.  This course is designed to prepare you for college level mathematics (i.e. Calculus).  The topics listed below are what we plan to cover this year.  Many topics were covered in Algebra 2, but this course explores them in greater detail.

1.  Be in class every day.  If you can’t be in class, be responsible for finding out what you missed.  A class notebook will be kept.
2.  Homework will be assigned daily.  You will become frustrated if you avoid doing the practice.  Homework will hone your skills.  Although homework will not always be collected daily, we will discuss the concepts covered.  Home work and classwork make up 10% of your overall grade.
