need to rent or purchase an instrument and buy some supplementary supplies/accessories. Some larger
instruments are available for rental from the school.

e PE clothing recommendations: Shirts: Students will need to wear a crew neck t-shirt preferably white, light grey, or
a plain light color and a shirt that can have their first and last name written in permanent marker across the front.
Sweatshirts can be worn for cold weather months. If desired, you may purchase a school PE shirt in the main office
for a minimal fee. Bottoms: Students can wear school dress code appropriate shorts, sweats, yoga pants, or
leggings of any color. Shoes: Students need to wear comfortable athletic style shoes that lace up and are non-
marking.
